Submission Requirements for G9712, SMU21, SMU22, AMU21, AMU22 
 
From Summer 2022 Composition audio files and associated documents for GCSE and GCE Music are to be 
submitted electronically using the eSubmission application. Recordings must be in MP3 format, while 
documentation must be in PDF format. No work is to be submitted hardcopy to CCEA. For all components, 
the sample from each centre will be generated upon submission of eCandidate Record Sheets.  
 
Teachers registered for submitting the eCandidate Record Sheet will automatically have access to the 
eSubmission application.

In your Word file, click ‘File’ then ‘Save As’ then ‘Browse’ to choose a location to save the file to.
