Composing Radio Jingles 
Learning Intentions 
· We are learning to perform simple chord sequences. 
· We are learning to improvise and compose a melody over a short chord sequence. 
· We are learning to explore the role of music in supporting other forms of communication. 
Success Criteria
· Use of given chord sequences; 
· Improvisation of a melody over a chord sequence; 
· Discussion of known jingles and radio slogans; and 
· Composition of a melody for a jingle. 
Learning Activities
Each pupil should learn to play two or more of the chord sequences outlined on the pupil worksheet: Composing Using Chord Sequences
Assign the students to groups of three and ask them to select one of the four chord sequences they have learned from the worksheets: 
· C – D minor; 
· G – F; 
· C – F; or 
· C – G. 
One student should perform the chord sequence while another provides a percussive accompaniment and the final group member improvises a melody. The melody should mainly be comprised of notes from the chords in the sequences. Students may wish to use their own instruments. 
Ensure each member of the group is given an opportunity to improvise melodic material. 
In groups of about five, students should invent a local radio station. They should list and consider well known jingles. Develop the radio theme by having them select a chord sequence and compose a melody. Tell them that this composition should be a ‘jingle’ that they could broadcast throughout the day on their radio station. 
This is an excellent opportunity to use music software, for example Garage Band or Audacity. Students can multitrack various layers of material and include a voiceover. Garage band does include a present to compose radio jungle, incorporating pre-existing loops. 
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
